K ey Ideas  from the S ermon: 
• The unity Jesus speaks of is the communion/fellowship with God and one another that is 

ours through faith in Jesus Christ. 
• The church on earth is the physical manifestation (imperfect) of our communion 

/fellowship with God and one another  
• We come into this fellowship with God by believing the Apostolic message written down 

for us in the New Testament. This is the final authority in matters of faith for the church.

B ible S tudy: T he S wedis h Method [J ohn 17:20-26] 
1. Begin by praying, asking God to speak through His Word 
2. Read the Bible passage aloud, being careful to read slowly 
3. Go back over the passage (allow about 10 minutes of silence), being on the lookout for, 

and making notes on the following four things:
